Roosevelt, then governor of New York, started using the radio to bring his message di-

rectly to the people. This was a new approach for a politician, an experiment. But FDR

and his staff had another motive. Roosevelt, a Democrat, wanted

' to find a way to speak directly to the voters to get his message
across without relying on the local papers, which were mostly
Republican at the time. Sound familiar? A bit of deja vu perhaps,
with the political orientation reversed. This tactic was extremely
successful. Sixty million people listed to this initial broadcast

and Roosevelt began averaging 50,000 letters a week after go-

ing direct with his message. Upon becoming President, FDR fol-
lowed up with his earlier success on the radio and began what
have become known as his ofireside chats. o

Fast forward and replace FDR with Donald Trump and the radio with electronic social
media. As with Roosevelt, Trump started going direct to the general public well before
becoming president. Since 2009, he has sent more than 34,000 tweets and now has, by
his count, 20 million followers. Not content to simply use tweets to get a message out
Trump is using this tool to actively attack selective news media (read CNN) for the re-

around the world trust the traditional media. This is down from 48% the previous year.

dia via the tweet to connect on an intimate basis with the voters and other supporters.

After all, FDR is not the only one to use a new technology to get a message across to the

As those methodologies were more frequently used

they became the norm for how the Chief Executive would go direct to the voters. Not-
